It’s available as: sudo apt install bmon

Can be run with:

sudo bmon

...where the -p is the interface.

When running you can see this:

By default, you can scroll through the available interfaces, and see stats for each.

If you want to run it for a specfic NIC, use this:

sudo bmon -p nebula200
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
